1.0 Purpose: 

The purpose of this work instruction is to provide specific requirements for the proper disinfecting fogging of highly used areas within the entire facility in response to a worldwide pandemic.

This work instruction will also provide the details and requirements for proper personal protective equipment, task expectations, and training required. 

2.0 Scope: 

This work instruction applies to any and all personnel who are tasked to fog/disinfect high traffic areas. Only authorized and trained personnel are allowed to conduct this task. However, if an unauthorized person conducts this task, they too fall within the scope of this Work Instruction. 

3.0 Responsibility: 

All operators as well as the following salaried team members are responsible to ensure all provisions of this Work Instruction are followed:

· Area / Section Managers

· Maintenance Managers

· Salaried Supervisors (all shifts, all departments)

5.0 Required Personal Protective Equipment

· Full face respirator – Honeywell RU6500 
· Replaceable filter cartridges - 
· Brimmed hat – where required in the facility

· Disposable nitrile glove

· White Tyvek Suit
6.0 Procedure

All workers that are assigned to this task are required to use the RYOBI 18V Cordless Fogger/Mister and Betco pH7Q Dual to disinfect high traffic areas. 

Proper PPE must be worn while conducting this task. The PPE list is further in this Work Instruction. 

Expectations

· Approximately once per hour for breakrooms and restrooms.

· Before and after shift changes for locker rooms.  

· Make sure to sign the “Cleaning Schedule” sheet in the areas that are cleaned.
· Before fogging/disinfecting, make sure that no one is in the area. The fumes can be overwhelming for anyone in the immediate vicinity.

· Mix in the fogger reservoir with ½ ounce of pH7Q Dual and 32 ounces of water
